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				Course Syllabus: Digital Music  


Course Description:

The Roy H Mann Digital Music and Composition course is modeled after the Project Based Learning (PBL) Model. Offered in both the fall and spring semesters as a Student Enrichment Model (SEM) course and as an 8th grade programmed course. Students during participation in this course will explore various forms of digital music creation and will explore other digital multimedia. This course focuses on the idea that all students have the capacity and ability to be musical. Students will have the opportunity for choice in their work throughout the course of the semester. Our class is a computer based course and students will have the opportunity for some traditional music making with instruments; the majority of our classes focus will be on the creation of digital music in programs like Soundtrap and Ableton Live. 

Grading Policy:

Digital Music is offered in a Variety of Course Offerings, For SEM Classes ONLY this class is offered as a P/F ( Pass / Fail ) Course. Students will be expected to meet all expectations and to submit all assignments and projects during the appropriate due date. Late work will not be accepted without a letter of explanation from a parent or guardian. 

8th Grade Minor:  This section of Digital Music is Graded on a 0-100 scale. 


25% - Daily Participation

Participation is a daily grade and may be subtracted for the following reasons
1) Students consistently Arrive Late to Class. 
2) Students do not complete daily assignments for classwork in a timely manner.
3) Students are consistently off task.


70% - Projects
5% - Homework
